Bohemia mer., Novohradské hory Mts., Cerné udoli (7254), 5.v.1990,
1 &' by sweeping along a road in spruce forest, leg. and coll. Véavra, det. Kubon. Distribution: central and
northern Europe. In Czechoslovakia known only from Moravia. New species for Bohemia.

Rhizophagidae

Rhizophagus puncticollis C.R.Sahlberg, 1827. Slovakia or., Novéa Sedlica (6901), 17.vii.1990, 2 spec. on a
fresh log of Fagus silvatica, leg. and coll. Vévra, det. Jelinek. Distribution: rare in eastern central and eastern
Europe and Japan. Records from Moravia (Fleischer, 1927-30) are not documented, the only record from
Slovakia (Lubochiia, Pfeffer leg.) in Roubal (1936) was based on misidentified specimens of Rhizophagus
cribratus Gyll. (Pfeffer pers.comm.). The first definite record from Czechoslovakia.

Stenoria analis Schaum, 1859. Slovakia or., Vihorlat Mts., Vinné (7197), 20.vii.1990, 1 d" on steppe on
southern slopes of Vihorlat Mts., leg., det. and coll. Véavra, revid. Jelinek. Distribution: southern Europe,
local in central Europe (eastern Germany, Poland). New genus and species for Czechoslovakia.
